Minutes of the meeting held on Monday, 17th February 2020 at 7:45pm at Dove Cottage, High Street, Debenham 
Present:  Cllrs J Baldwin (Chairman), S Palframan, G Helm, M Hammond, L Cockerton, Mrs D Bedwell (Clerk), District Cllr K Guthrie, County Cllr M Hicks and one member of the public.
	DPC/20/23: Apologies for absence: Apologies had been received from Cllrs F Winrow-Giffin, R Blackwell, S Dobson, D Seccombe and S Phipps- all were approved.

	DPC/20/24: Declarations of interest with regards to items on the agenda, dispensations and additions to register:  Cllr S Palframan declared a non-pecuniary interest on item DPC/20/29 b).


	DPC/20/25: To receive District and County Cllrs reports: District Cllr K Guthrie and County Cllr M Hicks’ reports had been circulated to members ahead of the meeting and were added to by those Councillors.



	DPC/20/26: Public participation at meetings: There were no comments from the public gallery.

  

	DPC/20/27: Planning matters
a) Applications received for recommendation to MSDC: None received.
It was reported that a gas tank had recently been installed in a resident’s front garden – it was not known if this was permitted, therefore the Clerk was asked to check with the planning authority.

The Clerk was also asked to seek additional information from MSDC Development Control with regards to the number of delivered/completed and outstanding planning applications in the parish.
b) Planning decisions:

· DC/20/00023 Land Bounded by Derry Brook Lane and Little London Hill: Discharge of Conditions Application for DC/18/00192- Condition 18 (Archaeology)- Noted.
· DC/20/00195 13 Dove Close: Application for Non-Material Amendment following grant of DC/18/02191 dated 5th July 2018 - Use of facing bricks to match existing instead of approved vertical timber look cladding: Amendment approved- Noted.
c)   Planning correspondence: Application for no. 10 Ipswich Road – A planning committee meeting date had been set but this application had been withdrawn from that list due to the excessive number of other applications already listed for consideration.


	DPC/20/28: To approve the minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 20th January 2020: It was resolved to approve the minutes of January 20th as a true record of the meeting held.


	DPC/20/29: Finance and Administration
a) To approve accounts for payment and note receipts and bank balances: It was resolved to approve the accounts for payments and receipts / bank balances were noted (as per attached listing).
b) To consider application for funding for “No waiting” traffic cones from Sir Robert Hitcham Primary School at a cost of £150: This application would be forwarded to the District or County Councillors.
c) To ratify letter of support sent to the Debenham Leisure Centre & Playing Field Trust in support of funding applications for S106 and CIL funds: The letter, which had already been circulated to members for approval by electronic consensus and subsequently sent to the Leisure Centre with their funding application, was formally approved by members. 
d) To agree date for review of statutory documents ahead of March meeting: It was agreed to review all statutory documents and the third quarter accounts at a Finance and Administration Working meeting to take place on March 9th 2020.

e) Action list: Noted by members.


	DPC/20/30: Committees and working groups: To receive reports and consider recommendations/agree actions: (Representatives to raise matters pertaining to their respective groups for debate and consideration by the Council)

a) Trees and Greens: To consider quotes for various tree works: Deferred to the next meeting whilst quotes were being prepared and the legalities pertaining to some of the works were verified.
b) DNP Debenham Historical Environment: There were no new developments to present to the Council at this point.
c) DNP Youth Provision: A brief report was received from Cllr J Baldwin.
d) DNP Traffic and Parking
· To receive report on traffic survey: A detailed traffic survey had been circulated to members and was discussed by those present. Some alarm was expressed at the statistics with regards to the number of speeding vehicles and some of the recorded speeds on all three routes. 
Of particular concern were the recorded figures for Gracechurch Street, particularly due to its narrow pavements and pinch points, and the grave risk this posed to pedestrians, wheelchair users and people pushing buggies, as well as children/parents on their walk to school.
· To approve content of letter from DPC to SCC re. roadworks management: It was resolved to approve the letter to be sent to SCC Highways.

  

	DPC/20/31: To consider the process and implications of becoming a carbon-neutral council: Deferred to the next meeting.


	DPC/20/32: To note correspondence circulated to members and consider any additional responses:

a) Correspondence re. Priory Lane: As with item DPC/20/30 a), legalities pertaining to a request for various items of maintenance were being investigated and quotes were being sought in the event that such works had to be approved. Deferred to a future meeting.

b) SALC Mid Suffolk area meeting notification - 17 March 2020 (7.00pm): Noted.

c) Safer Neighbourhood Area meeting notification - 26 February 2020 (10.00am): Noted.

d) Correspondence from DVH&PFT re VE/VJ Day events: The Clerk informed members of the events being planned by the Leisure Centre to commemorate VE Day and of the invitation extended to the Parish Council to take part and attend. The Parish Council was fully supportive of the initiative and would be discussing at the forthcoming meeting between the two organisations how this could best be achieved.


	DPC/20/33: To receive any reports from Councillors/requests for addition to a future agenda: Apologies were received from Cllrs G Helm and M Hammond for March 16th 2020 (full council meeting).
